The villagers are to be provided with type of toilet that treats human waste by biological process
and reduces the fecal contamination. The role of Greater Noida Institute of Technology was to
analyze the area where maximum open defecation is observed and provide bio-toilets near them.
A team of faculty and students reached the villagers and make them aware about the adverse
effects of open defecation, the benefit of using bio- toilet.

Here, the human waste or excreta goes to the bio digestor tank which is filled with one third of
the bacteria. The anaerobic bacteria decompose the human waste and converts it into COay,
methane gas and water. The surface of the tank is increased by providing modules or chambers
in the digestor to increase the digestion. The grey water coming as an effluent can be used for
irrigation purposes.

Important Dimensions, Volume of Bio-digester Tank & Materials required: 1. Length - 1150 mm
2-Width - 720 mm, 3. Height — 540 mm 4. Total Volume of Tank — 400 liters. 5. Effective
Volume of Tank — 300 liters.
The main parts of the Bio digester tank consist of:

1. Tank with partition walls inside the tank.

2. Poly grass mats for protection of bacteria inside the walls.

3. Ball valve with handle for operation for making toilet direct dischargein case of choking.

The system's lightweight and easy-to-
apply nature also makes it a cost-effective solution for bridge strengthening.

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Mr. Pandey started the talk by discussing the causes of earthquakes and their impact on
structures. He highlighted that the main reason behind earthquakes is the movement of
tectonic plates in the Earth's crust. When the plates move, they create seismic waves, which
cause vibrations in the ground. If the vibrations are strong enough, they can cause buildings
and other structures to collapse.

He then talked about the different techniques used to make buildings earthquake-resistant.
One of the primary techniques is to use reinforced concrete in construction. Reinforced
concrete is a combination of concrete and steel, which makes it more resilient to earthquakes.

Summary Report: Dengue Prevention Awareness

The Computer Science & Engineering Department successfully organized
“Dengue Prevention Awareness” activity in the college campus on 28-09-2019.
The students were made aware of the measures and practices to prevent the
spread of Dengue.

The Dengue Prevention Awareness event took place on 28" Sep, 2019 at
GNIOT, Gr. Noida Campus. Dr. Vishal Sharma, the speaker at the event,
discussed the seriousness of dengue fever and the measures that can be taken
to prevent its spread. He highlighted the symptoms of dengue fever, including
high fever, severe headache, joint pain, and rash, and emphasized the
importance of seeking medical attention immediately if any of these symptoms
occur.Dr. Sharma also discussed how dengue fever can lead to severe
complications, such as dengue haemorrhagic fever or dengue shock syndrome,
which can be life-threatening. Therefore, prevention is crucial to avoid the
spread of dengue fever.

He provided information on preventive measures such as eliminating breeding
sites of mosquitoes by removing stagnant water around homes, using
mosquito repellent, wearing protective clothing, and installing screens on
windows and doors.

TALK ON VERMICOMPOSTING PITS IN JUNPAT VILLAGE

Vermicomposting for the biodegradable waste produced at vicinity of Junpat village. The
villagers were being educated towards the benefit of vermicomposting and to designthe
vermicomposting pits to ensure proper utilisation of the energy obtained while decomposing
the organic and biodegradable, which can be installed at various village site in Greater
Noida.Vermicomposting helps to meet the nutrients required for plants and flower at the
garden. Thevermicomposting helps to all the biodegradable waste is properly disposed, as
well as to provide low cost manure for crop cultivation.
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The organic content of Municipal Solid Waste (MSW) tends to decomposeleading to vanr gtes v
smell and odour problems. It also leads to pollution of theenvironment. To ensure a safe
disposal of the MSW it is desirable to reduce itspollution potential and several processing
methods are proposed for this purpose.

Composting process is quite commonly used and results in production of a stableproduct -
compost which depending upon its quality can be used as a low-grademanure and soil
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conditioner. The process results in conservation of naturalresources and is an important
processing method, especially in agricultural andhorticultural areas.

Decomposition and stabilisation of organic waste matter 1s a naturalphenomenon.
Composting is an organised method of producing compost manureby adopting this natural
phenomenon. Compost is particularly useful as an organicmanure which contains plant
nutrients (Nitrogen, Phosphorous and Potassium) aswell as micro nutrients which can be
utilized for the growth of plants. When used in conjunction with chemical fertilisers optimum
results are

obtained.

Composting can be carried out in two ways i.e., aerobically andanaerobically. During aerobic
composting aerobic micro-organisms oxidiseorganic compounds to Carbon di oxide, Nitrite
and Nitrate. Carbon from organiccompounds is used as a source of energy while nitrogen is
recycled. Due toexothermic reaction, temperature of the mass rises. During anaerobic
process, theanaerobic microorganisms, while metabolising the nutrients, break down
theorganic compounds through a process of reduction. A very small amount ofenergy is
released during the process and the temperature of composting massdoes not rise much. The
gases evolved are mainly Methane and Carbon di oxide.

An anaerobic process is a reduction process and the final product is subjected tosome minor
oxidation when applied to land.

Approach to vermicomposting

Selection of Site: -The site should be flat and should not be liable to flooding. It should
bereadily approachable but slightly away from a main road to avoid any nuisance tothe traffic
in the event of the plant not operating properly. The approach roadshould be sufficiently wide
so that the traffic is not obstructed in the event ofbreakdown of incoming Municipal Solid
Waste trucks. The areas where compostis to be supplied should be near the site and should be
easily accessible. A site fordisposal of non-compostable should be available near the compost
plant site.

Trees planted along the periphery of the site will serve partly as a barrieragainst the noise and
odour from the plant and also help in litter control byreducing the wind speed. The trees will
also protect the plant from dust andpollutants due to the highway

Over the period of time the problem of disposal of solid waste is increasing with the
urbanisation andindustrialization. Many methods are derived to treat organic solid waste but
the most effective method isvermicomposting. Traditional methods like thermal treatments
and landfilling methods provide instant result but itcreates adverse effects on surrounding
environment. Vermicomposting is an efficient way where organic waste isdecomposed
naturally by using earthworms. This method overcomes the ill effeets of the traditional

used to treat the waste along with wheypowder which acts a cultur_
various parameters affecting the vermicomposting method aregg sidere
maximum efficiency. ’
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In biological waste treatment, composting and anaerobic digestion are two main methods.
Composting is thedecomposition of organic matter by the action of micro-organisms.
Composting techniques are vessel composting,windrow composting, vermicomposting and
static pile composting. Anaerobic digestion is the process in whichdecomposition of organic

waste in the absence of oxygen.

FACTORS AFFECTING VERMICOMPOSTING

1. Carbon-to-Nitrogen Ratios: Carbon can be considered the food and nitrogen the

digestive enzymes.

2. pH: pH is required for earthworms to survive. It is unsuitable for worms if it is too

acidic or too alkaline. pHvalue should be between 6.0 and 8.0.

3. Moisture: Microorganisms require aeration for survival and proper functioning and so

the compost pile shouldhave a moisture content of 40-60 percent.
